WHAT  IS  THE  IASC ? 
Illinois Association of Snowmobile Clubs (IASC) is a not-for-profit corporation whose 
membership is comprised of Illinois snowmobile clubs. Its officers and members are volunteers 
who come from all walks of life. The IASC is comprised of eleven geographical regions. Each 
region is comprised of clubs within its area. 

HISTORY 
The IASC was formed in 1972 as the first unified voice of Illinois snowmobilers. The IASC 
initiated the Illinois snowmobile Safety Education Program (SEP). Early years were spent as a 
watchdog for legislation unfavorable to snowmobiling and promoting legislation favorable to 
snowmobiling. The Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) is the government agency 
responsible for regulating snowmobiling in Illinois. Since 1977, the IASC has continually to 
improve the relationship with the IDNR. The results have been beneficial to snowmobilers in the 
State of Illinois. 

ILSNOWMOBILER MAGAZINE 
The Illinois Snowmobiler magazine is an informative snowmobile publication available today. 
With an emphasis on the Illinois reader, the magazine covers Illinois trail and snowmobile related 
events, local club and state news, plus snowmobiling opportunities in other states. Publication is 
October through March and is offered now online through IASC website only. 

ILLINOIS  SNOWMOBILE  CLUBS  BACKBONE  OF  THE  SPORT 
Snowmobile clubs are the strength of the sport, not only in Illinois, but across the snow belt. 
Without snowmobile clubs, there would be no snowmobile trails in Illinois today. Who gets the 
landowner’s permission for trails? Who marks and groom the trails? Who volunteers to teach 
our children the safe way to ride snowmobiles? The snowmobile club members do.
